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You tutor may ask you to use "scholarly journals". See the presentation below for an
explanation of what these are, and the 7 elements to be aware of.

Also check out the information from A.J. Eastwood Library, Limestone College, describing
the peer-review process and giving a comparison of scholarly journals, trade journals and
popular magazines.
